The policies of Great Britain in Azerbaijan during the First World 

history of Azerbaijan. Britain was interested in arming the Christian 

population of the Caucasus and a plan was adopted to create a solid belt 

of land under British control, as well as to establish British control over 

the Caspian Sea and the South Caucasus with the purpose of mastering 

oil Baku. But the British expansion in Baku ended in failure. The British 

command could not arrange the export of Baku oil to the front and was 

completely disappointed in its allies, from whom there was no real help.
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
