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FROM HUMAN TO POSTHUMAN:
FORMULATIONS AND DISTINCTIONS WITHIN
THE NEW HUMANITIES’ PARADIGM

SUMMARY: The main objective of this paper is to define and
categorize different definitions and concepts that have appeared within
the critical and discoursive framework that deal with the posthuman
as: a new term within the Humanities; phenomenon of the contempo-
rary world and humanity; ideological tool for the biopolitics of the 215t
century. In that sense, the main focus of the paper is to establish di-
scoursive borderlines between various disciplines and concepts used
in analysis of the so called posthuman condition or the posthuman
age, which are mainly the posthuman, the posthumanism and the
transhumanism. Besides this, the paper demonstrates ahistorical, phi-
losophical and cultural continuum of certain ideas that are nowadays
marked as posthuman, as well as the ahistorical continuum of human
reflexions on the phenomenon which are exceptionally being related to
the contemporary period, but that proved to go as far as to the Ancient
Greece, Medieval period, Renaissance and Enlightment. That is how
it has revealed the onthological differentiation between two main sci-
entific and theoretical perspectives on the posthuman itself: between
posthumanism and transhumanism.

This perspective is maintained in the second part of the paper,
which is a critical outlook and reassessment of the literature that deals
with these new and posthumanist figurations of the human, but which
appeared long before the Fourth Industrial Age and domination of cyber
culture. Furthermore, it includes the discussion on the possibilities of
what posthumanist literature could and should be, as well as the main
principles of the posthumanist reading. These insights enabled the
sketching and mapping of the basic reflexions about the posthuman
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within the Humanities and Arts, and about the posthumanist and
transhumanist stances as new modes of investigation of the human
and humanist, which tend to mark the lines of its development in the
21% century.
