TOMB OF ANA ANASTASIJA AT
STUDENICA — A PROTOTYPE OR A
UNIQUE CASE IN THE BURIAL OF
THE NEMANJIC FEMALE DYNASTS*

Abstract: The topic of the paper includes the concept and
the solutions for the funerary markings above the graves of
women — members of the Nemanji¢ (the Nemanides). The
research relies on wide bases and includes the historical
context, conceptual and artistic patterns for different tomb
ensembles, as well as the accomplished monument solu-
tions. The aspects that are considered are the position of the
tomb within the church space, its relation to the grave of the
husband the ktetor, the shape of the grave marker and the
painted decoration serving the funerary function. The tomb
ensembles of the Nemanji¢ female members have been con-
sidered in a chronological order, starting from the Studenica
tomb of Ana Anastasija, followed by the grave markers of the
queens at the monasteries of Mileseva, Sopocani, Gradac,
Banjska and Decani. In the focus of the research there is the
relation between the tradition and the innovations in the con-
cept of the funerary ensembles of the Nemanji¢ women. The
author concludes that over time the Studenica prototype was
emulated in several aspects, but that it was also abandoned
or reinterpreted according to the demands of the ktetor or
in line with the current trends in the Serbian sepulchral art.

We studied and interpreted the Serbian ruler tomb
in the period of the reign of the Nemanji¢ dynasty
many years ago — both from the aspect of the con-
ceptual idea and from the aspect of special, material,
that is, the monument-type of solutions.! Nowadays
it is possible to view the principles and practice of
the Nemanji¢ burial in a far more comprehensive
way — both at the general level, within the frame-
works of the medieval rulers’ funerary programmes,
and at the level of complementary occurrences on
the Serbian territories. Better understanding of the
latter has been allowed by the researches, primarily
the archaeological ones, that were conducted during

the previous decades at several Serbian ruler tombs.2
Among other things, the obtained results shed a new
light on the issue concerning the burial of the female
members of the ruling dynasty. This issue, that has
not been the subject of special scholar consideration
so far, is already interesting by itself and even more
because it broadens the understanding of the charac-
ter and function of different Nemanji¢ tombs.

First, a few words about the thematic and
methodological postulates for the paper. Its chron-
ological framework comprises the period of the
Nemanji¢ dynasty’s reign. It is a period when the
basic principles of the Serbian ruler burial were es-
tablished and duly implemented. At the same time,
this was the epoch when we can follow the gradual
evolution of the original pattern going towards new
forms and contents. Such a comprehensively devel-
oped and consistently implemented model would
not get repeated in the subsequent periods. As far
as the research sample is concerned, it needs to be
emphasised that it is not complete, but it is certain-
ly relevant. Namely, the sources dealing with the
Nemanji¢ burials, both the written and the material
ones, are far from being complete and this is so for
many reasons — from the lack of data and the de-
cay of the monuments, to the entangled historical
circumstances caused by the matrimonial policy of
different rulers. Nevertheless, the existing materials
do provide sufficient evidence that allows us to fol-
low the phenomenon of the Nemanji¢ burial in all
important stages.

The model for the ruler burial among Serbs, es-
tablished at the monastery of Studenica (at the end of
the 12th and in the first decade of the 13t century),
thanks to Saint Simeon Nemanja (1166—1196) and
his sons, remained as a consecrated paragon for the
subsequent generations of the Nemanji¢ family. It ac-
quired this status thanks to its conceptual format, the
learned theological and dynastical messages, as well
as the highest artistic attainments that it contained.
This is the reason why the subsequent solutions for
the Serbian ruler tombs, including also those intend-
ed for female members of the family, must be meas-
ured up against the Studenica prototype.

From its very foundation, the Church of the Vir-
gin at Studenica was envisaged as a family mausole-
um, intended for the burial of the most distinguished
members of the Nemanji¢ dynasty. Bearing in mind
the well-known historical circumstances, as well as
the high models that were looked up to by the first

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Nemanjic, it may be presumed with good reason that,
in this regard, the patterns were looked for and found
in the capital of the Byzantine Empire. The most
prominent among them was certainly the Monastery
of the Christ Pantokrator. During the Komnenos, the
ktetorial piousness of whom carried a personal, aris-
tocratic and family mark,3 this monastery served as
the mausoleum for the emperors of this dynasty.* For
the topic of this paper it is important to note the re-
marks of researchers about the particular, dual char-
acter of the funerary programme of the Monastery
of the Christ Pantokrator. Namely, in addition to the
family character, the “imperial” character was em-
phasised in particular, which made the significant
Constantinople church complex recognised as the
imperial mausoleum.’ Thus, in a way, it picked up on
the tradition of the Holy Apostles, the church which
until the 11t century had the status of the joint and
only legitimate mausoleum of the basileis.¢

When considering the patterns which the crea-
tors of the Studenica funerary programme had before
their eyes, it is necessary, however, to be very cau-
tious and critical in the approach and to have a pro-
filed consideration of all the aspects of this complex
issue.” After all, it has already been prudently noted
in the scholarship that the ruler burial concepts in
the countries of the Byzantine commonwealth differ
significantly from those found at the mausoleums of
the empire’s capital. These differences were condi-
tioned by the different liturgical practice and espe-
cially the particular ideological views and needs.? It
is precisely in this context that we need to consider
the concept and the essential features of the Studeni-
ca ruler tomb. As opposed to Byzantium, the emper-
ors of which were not classified as holy nor were
their tombs the places of cult — irrespective of their
indisputable symbolic value and the respect they en-
joyed?® — the tomb of the founder of the holy dynasty,

Simeon Nemanja, in Studenica represented a sacral
focus, the fundamental and cult centre of his en-
dowment. Positioned in the southwest section of the
Church of the Virgin, it consisted of an underground
burial chamber, a monument marker in the form of a
high marble sarcophagus — constructed in line with
the needs of the miraculous myrrh-gushing — as well
as the ktetorial and funerary portrait painted above
it.10 It is important to point out that the original, fu-
nerary concept of Studenica also entailed the burial
of Nemanja’s wife Ana, with the monastic name of
Anastasija. The joint burial of the ruling couple was
a widely spread custom in the lands of the Christian
West, especially from the middle of the 12th centu-
ry.ll It was conclusively documented in Byzantium
as well, which is corroborated by the imperial buri-
als at the Church of Holy Apostles.!2 Such exam-
ples were documented in the subsequent periods as
well, primarily in those imperial tombs — such as
the Church of Constantine Lips or the Church of the
Christ Pantokrator — that had an emphasised family
character.!3 The meaning of the burial of Ana Anas-
tasija in the sepulchral church of the founder of the
dynasty needs to be viewed in this light.

Before moving on to the consideration of the
Studenica grave of Ana Anastasija, we are going to
present some data about the status of this very much
respected Serbian female dynast.

Very little is known about the personalities and
the position of the rulers’ wives during the Nemanji¢
era. Such is also the case with Nemanja’s wife Ana
about whom sources provide very sparse data.
Nothing is known about her provenance or the time
when she married Stefan Nemanja.!4 And yet, the
status she had and the respect she enjoyed can be
concluded on the basis of rare, but still very rich in
substance written testimonies. That Ana was an in-
fluential member of the family is corroborated by
the fact that her presence was mentioned during im-
portant meetings held by the Serbian Grand Zupan.
Thus Domentijan testifies that, when the failed pur-
suit after by then monk Rastko had returned to Ser-
bia, Nemanja organised a council where, alongside

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the noblemen and church dignitaries, he gathered
the entire family — his wife, sons and daughters.!3
His spouse Ana is mentioned also, again in the first
place, during the famous assembly held in Ras when
Nemanja, in the presence of the leading protagonists
of the Serbian society, passed on the reign to his son
Stefan. According to the telling of Stefan the First-
Crowned, on this occasion the ruler invited to him-
self “his wife, and his sons, and his bishop named
Kalinik, and the lords and princes of his land...“16
Some other statements by the same author are no
less illustrative. Such is the testimony that, having
built and equipped the Monastery of the Holy Moth-
er of God in Toplica, Nemanja entrusted this holy
place to his wife Ana “to take care of it in every
aspect.” Ana’s virtues — as a wife, mother and mis-
tress — are underlined in particular by the Stefan the
First-Crowned who talks about the “pleasing deeds”
that she did at the home of her husband, referring
in this case to the Book of Proverbs (31, 10), where
it is said “A wife of noble character who can find?
She is worth far more than rubies.”!” The firm bond
between the spouses is finally confirmed also by the
decision to take monastic vows at the same time,!8
as well as their joint burial at the Church of the Vir-
gin in Studenica.

The research has shown since a long time ago
that the right of burial at one’s own endowment —
that belonged to the category of those ritual or hon-
orary rights — constituted one of the most important
forms of the ktetorial rights in Medieval Serbia.l?
Not that long ago, the scholarship drew attention to
the fact, very important for our considerations, that
this aspect of the ritual rights was enjoyed not only
by the ktetor himself, but also by his wife.20 This is
unambiguously confirmed by the provisions of the

Typikon of Hilandar and then also the Typikon of
Studenica, the 35 chapters of which prescribe the
chanting of the memorial service for the deceased
ktetors. In this regard, there is a characteristic pro-
vision saying that the memory of nun Anastasija is
to be celebrated in the same way as the one of the
ktetor of the church, Simeon Nemanja: “About the
memorial service for Anastasija: you need to chant
it in the same way also on the date of the memory
of the blessed saint nun Anastasija, his former wife
once upon a time, in the month of July 21.721

The medieval sources do not provide data about
the time and the circumstances surrounding the
death of Ana Anastasija. She certainly passed away
some time between 1196 and 1199, that is, in the
years after she had taken monastic vows and before
the compilation of the Typikon of Hilandar. Anastas-
ija’s burial at Studenica was not recorded in contem-
porary documents, but it is mentioned in later-date,
chronicle type of texts, conveying oral accounts, but
their accuracy must be taken with a lot of caution.22
Thus the chronicle of Corovi¢ and Brankovié — that
obviously use the same source — present a piece of
data saying that after taking monastic vows Anas-
tasija withdrew to the Monastery of the Mother of
God in Ras, close to the Diocese of Raska, where
she also passed away, after which her body was
transferred to Studenica.?3 The compiler of the Ge-
nealogy of Tronosa, otherwise not quite reliable,
alongside some invented data about Ana Anastasija,
accurately establishes not only the church in which
she was buried, but also the position of the grave —
“6 tiepsoj niatiepiuu o decnyjy” (“on the first narthex
on the right-hand side’).24

The key data about the concept of and the solu-
tion for the tomb of Ana Anastasija was provided
by the archaeological excavations carried out at Stu-
denica in 1985, which also clarified some of the pre-

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vious uncertainties.25 This research corroborated the
existence of an underground burial chamber, located
at the expected spot, in the southeast corner of the
narthex, underneath the portrait of nun Anastasija.26
In this burial chamber, dug out deeply and carefully
paved using regular-shape stone slabs, the archaeol-
ogists discovered the skeleton of a female person up
to seventy years of age.2’ The fact that the skeleton
belongs to the original interment suggests reliably
that this is indeed the grave of Ana Anastasija.

The place of the interment of Nemanja’s spouse
— in the narthex — was very carefully conceived and
it requires, at this point, a special consideration. In
the Byzantine funerary practice, this area was com-
monly used for the burial of the emperor and mem-
bers of his family, including wives. Such approach
relied on a strict, hierarchical view at the church
space according to which its central part — the naos
represented the higher, liturgical zone in the hierar-
chy of sacredness, while in this regard the narthex
was at a lower scale.28 These and similar theological
and liturgical postulates are used to interpret the fact
that even in the rare cases when the tombs of Byz-
antine basileis were located in the naos, they were
always placed adjacent to the wall.2% It is imperative
to keep these facts in mind when considering the
concept of the Serbian ruler tomb established at Stu-
denica. Namely, the placement of Nemanja’s tomb
in the area of the west bay deviates somewhat from
the standard solutions found in Byzantine imperial
mausoleums, while the position by the south wall
reveals the concept of the church hierarchy simi-
lar to that present at the said mausoleums.3? In any
case, the placement of the tomb — marked by a mon-
umental marble sarcophagus — may be considered,
up to the times of King Stefan Dec¢anski, as one of
the important features of the sepulchral practice of
the Nemanji¢ family.3!

The mutual relation of the tombs belonging
to the ktetor and his spouse is also illustrative. It is
certainly no coincidence that Anastasija’s tomb, po-
sitioned in the southeast corner of the narthex, rests
against the same wall along which, but on the other
side, in the southwest corner of the naos, there used
to be the body of Simeon Nemanja (Fig. 1). Such ar-
rangement accentuates in particular the firm bond be-
tween the spouses that extended even after the death,
but also the specific hierarchical understanding of the
space — which is the reason why the female Stefan the
tomb found itself in the less honoured place within
the church. Such points of view also had their impact

on the concept of the sarcophagus of Ana Anastasija.
This monument — the appearance of which may be
reconstructed on the basis of the preserved remains —
consisted of a marble profiled casket of a rectangular
shape and a low, sloped lid (Fig. 2). Therefore, it be-
longed to the same type as Nemanja’s grave marker,
but it differed from the latter by its visibly smaller
dimensions. This reduced size of the sarcophagus, as
well as the placement of the tomb within the narthex
will be, as it seems, the common denominator of the
burials of the Nemanji¢ women throughout the entire
13th and a part of the 14th century.32

The tomb of Nemanja’s wife at Studenica also
contains some unique solutions. This is, prima-
rily, the well-known portrait of nun Anastasija in
proskynesis before the Mother of God with Christ
on a throne, to whom she addresses the “monenuje”
(prayer) for the salvation of her soul (Fig. 3). This
is an image the iconographic formula of which, es-
tablished in the middle Byzantine period, was also
well known in the Serbian lands of the Middle Ag-

In addition to the most representative depic-
tions of the rulers, the painted programmes of the
eastern world also have preserved examples of nuns
in proskynesis and they should include the portrait
from Studenica as well. The relatively long history
of the study of this image also needs to incorporate
the latest interpretations that have decisively shown
that the current portrait of Anastasija, created as
a result of the restoration of the fresco paintings
in 1568, faithfully repeated the original composi-
tion. For this reason, Anastasija’s “monenuje” has
rightfully been assessed as the oldest example of

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a petitioner in proskynesis in the Serbian medieval
art.34 The image of nun Anastasija in proskynesis,
created with a direct funerary function, was a part
of a broader ensemble comprising the painted pro-
gramme of the narthex.35 Its important component
is the monumental Last Judgment, also restored
in the 16t century in line with the original model,
which for the depiction of the “monenuje” consti-
tuted an appropriate topographical and meaningful
framework, with emphasised soteriological and es-
chatological messages.36

The tomb of Ana Anastasija, comprehended in its
entirety, included one other, exceptional detail. This is
a double cross with a cryptogram, gilded back in the
day, and depicted on top of the head, above Anastasi-
ja’s sarcophagus, on the east side of the pilaster. This
is a prophylactic sign of complex meaning that was,
because of the faith in its power to protect against evil
forces, often depicted in the “borderline” spots of the
church, including also grave markings.3” Nowadays,
only traces of the cryptogram of Studenica have been
preserved — recognised by the remains of the binder
which adhesed golden leaves to the marble base. Tak-
ing into account that exactly the same type of traces
have remained on the kufic ornamentation of the al-
tar partition, as well as in the inscription above the
doorway leading from the narthex into the naos, we
supposed a long time ago that, from the aspect of a
decorative system, the idea for the Stefan the tomb
of Ana Anastasija was a part of a unique concept for
the interior of the Church of the Virgin. Its refined
opulence, the advanced craftsmanship and the high
aesthetic achievement seem to be pointing at Con-
stantinople models.38

Although Studenica’s Church of the Virgin re-
tained the status of a family mausoleum during the
second generation of the Nemanji¢ dynasty, too, there
are no indications that the model of the joint burial
of the ruling couple was repeated here. King Ste-
fan the First-Crowned (1196-1227) was first buried
in the grave in front of Nemanja’s sarcophagus and
when his relics were transferred to Monastery Zica
this place was used, as it is presumed, to put the body
of Grand Zupan Vukan (1202—1204).3% Their wives,
however, were not honoured with tombs within the
endowment church of the founder of the dynasty.
The sources have left no traces about Vukan’s wife,
including also her name and provenance.*0 More is
known about the wives of Stefan the First-Crowned,
but not about the planned or the actual place of burial
of the first two wives of the king.4! There is a very
illustrative fact that the third and the last wife of the
King Stefan the First-Crowned, a Venetian noble-
woman Anna Dandolo, was given a very representa-
tive tomb, not by the side of her husband, but rather
at the endowment church of her son, King Uros I, at
Sopocani Monastery. We are going to pay more atten-
tion to that tomb in continuation.

The burials at Studenica continued during the
third generation of the Nemanji¢ family, but also
with no hint about any planning concerning the
graves of the ruling couple. King Radoslav (1227-
1233), with the monastic name of Jovan, was bur-
ied at the Church of the Virgin — probably in the
tomb along the north wall of the west bay of the
naos.42 As for the fate and status of Radoslav’s wife
Ana, a daughter of Epirus despot Theodore Ange-
los — whom Teodosije the Hilandarian described as
“ill-willed and cunning woman,” attributing to her
infidelity and guilt for the unfortunate fate of the
fleeing King Radoslav43 — the sources have not kept
any trace.** In any case, we do not dispose with any

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visible in the placement of the burial chamber in
front of the sarcophagus, as well as in the concept of
a grave marker which was, judging by the preserved
fragments, in the shape of a high sarcophagus made
of local, reddish marble. This was corroborated by
the comprehensive, multi-disciplinary research car-
ried out at MileSeva in the period 1990-1994. On
that occasion, the underground chambers in the naos
and narthex, the remains of three marble sarcophagi,
as well as the osteological remains of the interred
individuals were thoroughly examined.4¢ New and
very important findings were obtained also on the
probable place of burial of the wife of King Vladis-
lav. For a good reason, she was assigned a grave
found in the southeast corner of the narthex (Fig.
4). This burial chamber is located in the same posi-
tion and at a similar depth as the grave of the king,
with a note that its dimensions are smaller. Among
the remaining fragments of the former sarcophagi
of MileSeva, there are segments of two monuments
that are especially important for the issue at hand
— they have the same structure, profiles, carved fin-
ish, type and colour of the marble, but they are of
unequal size. It is for this reason that the opinion of
Olivera Kandi¢ that the monuments were made at
the same time, within the scope of a unique concept
for the burial of the ruling couple, rests on convinc-
ing arguments.4’ This would, however, mean that
just like in Studenica, in MileSeva as well there was
an intention to bury spouses on the opposite sides of
the same wall that divides the naos from the narthex.
In principle, the concept of their grave markers, in
the shape of high marble sarcophagi of an equal
structure, but different dimensions, is also identical
to the one at Studenica.

As opposed to the grave of Ana Anastasija at
Studenica in which, as we have seen, her remains
have been found and identified, no original osteo-
logical material ascribed to the king’s wife has been
found in the tomb of MileSeva. What was found in
this grave, which was in a visibly disturbed state,
were remains of a male skeleton that got there, as it
is believed, by a secondary route.*8 In an attempt to
have a more comprehensible view at these complex
and insufficiently clear circumstances, we are going

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to look briefly at the few known facts linked to the
personality and fate of Vladislav’s wife Beloslava.
The historiography mostly accepts that Belosla-
va ought to be identified as a daughter of Bulgarian
Emperor Ivan Asen II and that she was, according to
the accounts of Teodosije the Hilandarian, brought
to Vladislav by his uncle Sava of Serbia in order to
get them married.#® On the basis of Ragusa (Du-
brovnik) sources, it is known that after the change of
power and the enthronement of King Uro$ I in 1243,
“Vladislav’s queen” looked for a haven in Ragusa
where she had to make a commitment that she would
not act against the new Serbian ruler.’® She was
mentioned by name for the first time in 1281 when
the then King Dragutin requested that the “tioxr1a0”
(deposit), left with a citizen of Ragusa by Beloslava
and her son Desa during their exile, got transferred
to Kotor. It is also known that in 1285 Vladislav’s
widow appeared in Ragusa and requested the return
of the objects she had given earlier as a deposit.5!
Although the above-mentioned data do not
provide an answer to the question who was buried
in the tomb in the southeast corner of MileSeva’s
narthex, they can help with broader understanding
of the possible solutions, taking into account the
given historical context. All available, above-shown
reasons support the position that there was a clear
intention to repeat the Studenica model of the rul-
ing couple’s burial at Vladislav’s endowment. How-
ever, as opposed to Studenica, for the insufficiently
clear reasons, the intention was not fully carried out.
As it is well known, the dethroned King Vladislav
soon made peace with his brother and, having re-
turned from the exile, lived in Serbia for over two
decades.>2 After his death — some time after 1264 —
he was placed, in line with the usual custom, in the
prepared, ktetorial grave. On the other hand, there is
no data saying that Beloslava, who outlived her hus-
band by over twenty years, ever returned to Serbia
or that she was interred in the prepared grave at her
husband’s endowment. This helps explain the ab-
sence of a female skeleton in the tomb dug out next
to Vladislav’s, but on the other side of the wall. As

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for the identity of the deceased who was secondarily
buried in the said tomb, not even suppositions can
be provided at this time.

A multiply relevant and very interesting speci-
men is provided by the burials of the Nemanji¢
women from the period of the reign of King Uros
I (1243-1276) and his wife, Queen Jelena (Helen
of Anjou). They show convincingly to which de-
gree the ruler tomb was a complex phenomenon
that often reflected the ideological postulates of the
times and sometimes, moreover, even the political
circumstances. This is the reason why the monaster-
ies of Sopocani and Gradac — the mausoleums of
King Uros I and Queen Jelena — must be considered
as mutually connected phenomena, conditioned by
the historical circumstances of that period.>3 The
problem that goes deeply into their funerary func-
tion is that much more entangled when we take into
account different opinions of the researchers con-
cerning the chronology of the construction and the
context encircling the founding of the said rulers’
endowments.

Nevertheless, whatever these opinions were,
there is an undisputable fact that King Uros, fol-
lowing the example set by his ancestors, had a se-
pulchral church built for himself already during
his lifetime — the Monastery of the Holy Trinity
in Sopocani.>* According to the words of Serbian
Archbishop and writer Danilo II, after the king
had died he was interred in the grave prepared
in advance at that “monastery made by his own
hands.”> The king’s tomb was conceived and con-
structed in a traditional way: it was positioned in
the southwest corner of the naos, it consisted of a
high marble sarcophagus, an underground burial
chamber dug out in front of it and the ktetorial

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and funerary portrait.5¢ It seems that the original
concept for the ruler burial at Sopoc¢ani did not en-
visage a tomb for the king’s spouse Jelena. This
would be suggested by the results of the archaeco-
logical research conducted so far, with a note that
the space on the north side of the wall of the west
bay has not been fully examined. When consider-
ing this issue, it should not be omitted to note the
accurate observation of O. Kandi¢, a researcher
architect, about the uncommonly large dimensions
of the burial chamber, as well as the sarcophagus
of King UroS$ I which led to a carefully voiced out
supposition that this may be a double tomb, in-
tended for the ruling couple.57 Still, for the time
being we do not dispose with any other confirma-
tions or at least indications that could support this
hypothesis.

When it comes to the burials of the Nemanji¢
women, it is well known that the most representa-
tive preserved tomb of the female members of this
dynasty is located precisely at Sopo¢ani Monastery.
This is the tomb of the first Serbian Queen, Ana
Dandolo (Anna Dandolo), the wife of Stefan the
First-Crowned and the mother of King Uros.58 She
was undoubtedly a part of the original concept for
the church in Sopocani, the funerary programme of
which emphasised the family character and the dy-
nastic function of Uros’s endowment.5°

The tomb of Ana Dandolo was established
in the narthex, in its northwest corner. This is a com-
plex funerary ensemble that incorporated an under-
ground burial chamber, a grave marker in the shape

of a sarcophagus and, above it, a monumental com-
position with the depiction of the death or rather the
memorial service for Queen Ana (Fig. 5). Thanks to
the archaeological excavations conducted in 1985,
this tomb may be considered as one of the first well
studied and thoroughly examined examples of the
ruler burial of the Nemanji¢ dynasts. These stud-
ies have shown, on the basis of the structure of the
burial chamber, that the queen mother passed away
and was interred either during the final works on

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the church or directly after it had been completed,
which leads to a conclusion that among the burials
carried out at Sopocani in chronological terms her
burial was the oldest.®© The tomb of Queen Ana
is marked by a representative marble sarcophagus.
By its type, structure and material, this sarcopha-
gus is quite similar to the tombstone of the ktetor,
King Uros I, in the naos of Sopocani, but differs
from the latter by its visibly smaller dimensions®!
(Fig. 6).

An exceptional element of this funerary en-
semble is certainly the composition of the memo-
rial service for Queen Ana, painted above her grave.
Although in terms of its iconography it was execut-
ed after the paragons of the memorial services for
saints, this group portrait of the ruling family, gath-
ered in mourning around the catafalque of the queen
mother, represents indeed a historical depiction of
primary order.62 Using the language of an image, it
supports powerfully the family, dynastic character
of the mausoleum of Sopocani, which is testified to
by its sepulchral monuments. At the level of the ruler
ideology, this programme represents an echo of one
of the primary ideas of the era of Uro$ I — the idea of
the grandeur and the holy origin of the Nemanji¢ dy-
nasty.®3 For any study of the concept and the forms
of burial of female members of the Nemanji¢ fam-
ily, the grave of Ana Dandolo in Sopocani certainly
constitutes an inevitable exemplar.

The contemporary circumstances linked to the
violent change of the authority in 1276 — when King

Dragutin took over the throne from his father, forc-
ing him to go into exile — seem to have impacted
also the concept of the funerary programme of Gra-
dac monastery, the endowment of Uro$’s wife Je-
lena. As a mausoleum of a very influential Serbian
queen, this church is in the focus of our attention,
as is to be expected. The building of Gradac and the
role of different individuals in this enterprise have
already been the subject of thorough, albeit not nec-
essarily uniformed interpretations in the scholar-
ship. This should not surprise us when we have in
mind all the complexity of this question which re-
quires a detailed, comparative analysis of historical
sources and material data linked to the burial of the
ktetor. Let us start from the last aspect.

Already many years ago, during the systemat-
ic research and conservation and restoration works
on the church of Gradac Monastery, two stages of
its construction were observed, but the time dif-
ference between the two could not be ascertained
more closely.* During the archaeological research,

a burial chamber, unique in the Serbian sepulchral
practice, was discovered in the traditional spot ear-
marked for the burial of the ktetor — in the southwest
corner of the naos (Fig. 7). Its exceptional quality
lies in the fact that it was built as a double grave.
The burial chamber, built using vertically laid stone
ashlars, was divided along the middle with a stone
slab that consequently divided it into two chambers
of equal dimensions. There was a semicircular open-
ing made in this partition slab, roughly speaking in
the place where the heads of the deceased were sup-
posed to be laid, between whom a communication of
a kind would be established in this way. Above this
underground chamber there was a marble sarcopha-
gus which, by its dimensions and especially by its
uncommonly big width (1.01 m), was obviously ad-
justed to the scale of the tomb® (Fig. 8). In order to
attempt to establish as precisely as possible the chro-
nology and the stages in the shaping up of the fu-
nerary programme at Gradac, it is necessary to note
the observation by O. Kandi¢, a researcher of the ar-
chitecture of Gradac, that the sarcophagus above the
ktetorial grave — chiselled out in a regular manner,
but not with precision — was placed after the painting
of the katholikon of Gradac and that it does not rep-
resent the creation of the same masters who did the
frames of the doorways and the church furniture and
equipment. This question is that much more complex
because it was not possible to establish whether the

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tomb, found in a disturbed state, was built during the
earlier or the later phase of the construction of the
Church of the Annunciation.®® In any case, the idea
of a joint ktetorship — which at some point entailed
a joint burial — would be supported by the ktetorial
and funerary composition above the sarcophagus:
Saint Simeon is bringing before the Mother of God
with Christ on a throne the ktetors — King Uros I
and Queen Jelena who, together, hold the model of
the church of Gradac. Jelena’s special status is also
emphasised by her appearance. While other figures
from the procession are shown in three-quarter pro-
files, the queen stands frontally facing the observer.
This representative position, which suggests a new
concept in the Serbian ruler portrait, would also put
forward Jelena as the main ktetor of the church.6?
The scholars have already pointed out earli-
er that there were no obstacles in medieval Serbia
for women to acquire the status of a ktetor if they
had met the foreseen, precisely prescribed require-
ments.%8 In this respect, the customs prevalent in the
Serbian society did not differ from those that can
be seen in the broad area of the medieval Christian
world — both in the West and in Byzantium. Ktetor-
ship and different forms of pious patronage consti-
tuted, moreover, one of the obligations and virtues
of female rulers, a prescribed activity on the path of
personal and collective salvation.®® It is in this light
that we should look at the numerous pious and cari-
tative acts of powerful Queen Jelena which, accord-
ing to the testimonies of the hagiographer, laid the
groundwork for her saintly celebration.”® Therefore,
Jelena’s ktetorship should be viewed from the aspect
of her status or, more accurately, the fact that she
practically ruled independently over her “dominion,”
enjoying the usual ruler’s rights from the field of ad-
ministration, judiciary, customs and even foreign
affairs.”! Archbishop Danilo II loud and clear gives

to Queen Jelena. It may be concluded from his ac-
count that this endeavour started already during the
lifetime of King Uros, after 1276 to be more precise,
when Dragutin violently took over the authority and
assigned to his mother “a dignified part of the state
of many lands.”72 In this “state” — that included the
territory of Zeta with Trebinje, areas around Plav and
around the upper and middle courses of the Ibar riv-
er — she found “the best artists” for the construction
of her endowment, while the monastery was given
many villages and sources of income.”3 Although the
hagiographer does not speak in any place about the
planned joint burial of the ruling couple, the above-
mentioned double tomb could suggest that there was
indeed such an idea. Our former thinking about the
possible western origin of this solution’4 needs to be
supplemented on this occasion by a reminder that
double tombs, including those intended for a ruling
couple, were also broadly represented in the church-
es of the Byzantine capital.”s

When it comes to the tombs at Gradac, not
that long ago, a supposition was voiced out that the
burial of Archbishop Joanikije was also envisaged
to take place in the katholikon of Gradac, since he,
being deeply devoted to Uros I, joined his king in
exile. This opinion rests on the view that burial at
Sopocani, in the prepared tombs, was not possible
under the circumstances following the overthrow.
Also, Joanikije’s supposed tomb at Gradac has been
identified with a grave, surmounted by a sarcopha-
gus, that is located opposite Jelena’s, alongside the
north wall of the west bay.76

TOMB OF ANA ANASTASIJA AT STUDENICA — A PROTOTYPE OR
A UNIQUE CASE IN THE BURIAL OF THE NEMANIJIC
FEMALE DYNASTS

From the aspect of the topic we are dealing
with here, this tomb deserves a special commen-
tary. The reason for this is the tradition recorded
in the Genealogy of Tronosa, according to which it
was Brnjaca, the unmarried daughter of King Uro§
and Jelena, who was interred in this place.”” Taking
into consideration the disputable credibility of the
said text, this piece of data ought to be taken with
a greatest of reserves.”® Unfortunately, the avail-
able archaeological data also do not contribute to a
clearer understanding of this issue bearing in mind
that the burial chamber was found with no osteo-
logical remains, while the precise chronology of its
construction could likewise not be established. On
the other hand, the characteristic appearance of the
preserved sarcophagus cannot be overlooked. It was
made in a similar way as the ktetorial one, but it
differs visibly from the latter — by poor and coarse
finish in terms of the craftsmanship and especially
by its strikingly smaller dimensions.” In terms of
this feature and judging by all of the analogies men-
tioned so far, the sarcophagus could primarily be at-
tributed to a female member of the Nemanji¢ family.

The final outcome of these complex and in terms
of the details insufficiently clear events linked to the
burial and tomb of the king, the queen and the church
dignitary is known on the basis of the sparse writ-
ten testimonies and mostly thanks to the testimony
of Danilo II. King Uros passed away in 1277 and at
some unknown point in time his body was transferred
to Sopocani and laid to rest there in a grave prepared
in advance. Not long after, at the beginning of 1282
— approximately at the time of a new alteration at the
Serbian throne — the king was joined by Archbishop
Joanikije who passed away in 1279.80 Queen Jelena
was certainly the most deserving that, after all of these
turbulent events, the wish of King Uro$ concerning
the place of his eternal rest was granted. Moreover,
even later Jelena took care of the sepulchral church
of her late husband. This is testified to by an opu-
lent, nowadays lost, staurotheke that she donated to
Sopocani,8! as well as by the fact that in the capacity
of a patron she did her best about the painting of the

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walls at the Parakklesion of Saint Nicholas and prob-
ably at the Parakklesion of Saint George.82

And yet, Queen Jelena did not take a decision
to join her husband in her posthumous life. As a true
ruler, she was buried at her own endowment with
great honours, similar to a state ceremony, which was
described in detail by Danilo I1.83 When emphasising
her status, the researchers have gone even a step fur-
ther. As it is well known, among the Serbian queens
she is the only one whose body was lifted from the
grave in a ritual manner and in the presence of “the
entire assembly of her homeland” and placed into a
kibotos and displayed in front of the altar. The inten-
tion to establish a cult for Jelena is corroborated by
her prehumous taking the monastic vows, incorrupt
and fragrant relics, Zitije (Hagiography) compiled
by Danilo II and also the great respect expressed be-
fore her tomb by the family members.84 Although the
queen’s cult was completed much later,85 the mauso-
leum of Gradac was certainly the focal point of her
veneration which in terms of its conceptual meaning
and cult function puts it at the same level with the
other rulers’ tombs of the Nemanji¢ dynasts.

Taking into account all of the above-mentioned
circumstances, it may be said that in terms of the con-
cept, during the time of King Uro$ I and Queen Je-
lena there was an aberration from the Studenica model
for the burial of the ruling couple. On the other hand,
when it comes to the tombs of the female members
of the family, certain solutions were kept, such as the
position of the tomb within the church, as well as the
shape and the dimensions of the grave markers. In any
case, there is no doubt that the dignity of the queens
was particularly highlighted in the said generation of
the Nemanji¢ family. This is certainly corroborated by
the representative tomb of Ana Dandolo at Sopocani
and especially by Jelena’s Gradac mausoleum.

Significant changes in the programme of the
ruler burial in comparison to the Studenica proto-
type took place in the subsequent generation of the
Nemanji¢ family. The data on the tomb of King
Stefan Dragutin (1276—-1282)80 at Burdevi Stupovi
Monastery is relatively sparse and insufficiently reli-
able. On the basis of the available sources it may be
concluded that Dragutin was buried in the Church of
Saint George, on the south side, where a built tomb

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was found — admittedly, in an unusual place, under
the arch adjacent to the south pilaster, so with one
part it is located in the west bay of the naos and with
the other in the narthex. With a lot of probability, the
king is also attributed with fragments of a marble
sarcophagus.87 As for the burial of his wife Katelina,
a daughter of Hungarian king Stephan V, with whom
King Dragutin was married from 1270-1271, the
sources have left no trace whatsoever.38

Banjska Monastery, a grandiose endowment of
King Stefan Uro$ II Milutin (1282-1321), is espe-
cially important for the viewing of the new trends
in the rulers’ funerary practice of the Nemanji¢ dy-
nasts. For decades now, Banjska has been consid-
ered by the scholarship not only the place of burial
of the ktetor, but also of Teodora, the first wife of
Stefan Decanski (1321-1331), which brings her to
the very centre of the topic we are dealing with here.
It needs to be emphasised right away that this is in-
deed about “one of the more difficult questions of
our historiography,” as this has, quite aptly, been re-
cently defined by Branislav Todi¢.8? The history of
the study of this issue can be followed over a period
of more than a hundred years only to receive in the
course of the last decade new and important stimuli
of several authors — who positioned the problem well
in some aspects and resolved it accurately, while in
some other aspects made it additionally more com-
plicated. Taking into account that we are preparing a
special study about this topic,?? we are going to take
this opportunity to present the existing findings and
suggest the possible, further directions in the inter-
pretation of the ruler tombs of Banjska.

That Queen Teodora is buried in the katholikon
of Banjska monastery is found out from the charter
which Emperor Stefan DuSan issued in the year of
his coronation (1346). The emperor says there that
he is giving the charter “for the commemoration of
the lady and the mother of us, the Emperor, Lady
Teodora,” that is, “to the church of the tomb of the
mother of us, the Emperor.”! Although this state-
ment has been considered an indisputable fact for
decades, as of recently it has been subjected to critical
re-examination,”? since the main problem in the ac-

curate identification of the place of Teodora’s burial
was caused by amateurish excavations of the graves
carried out at Banjska in 1915. The unprofessionally
conducted works — in the north parakklesion and in
the narthex, as has turned out recently and finally — as
well as the unclearly formulated “report” from 1923
about the course of the excavations and the results,”3
led in the subsequent decades to a whole number of
misconceptions and random interpretations. In the
centre of the attention of the researchers, as well as
the general public, there were two exceptional rings
—a gold one, with the depiction of a two-headed ea-
gle and an inscription xitio ea nocu tiomosu my boe
(whoever carries it, may help him God), and another
one, with an inserted antique intaglio. It was consid-
ered, on the basis of the said report, that they were
found in the same tomb and the ring with the inscrip-
tion was traditionally attributed to Queen Teodora.®*
We brought into question this identification, as well
as the opinion that the tomb discovered in the north

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parakklesion in 1915 should be attributed to Teodora,
already some thirty years ago, but because of the lack
of reliable data, we left the issue concerning the place
of burial of the queen open until later.%5

The key step out in the knowledge about the fu-
nerary programme of the endowment of King Milu-
tin, including also the burial of the female members
of the dynasty, was provided by the systemic ar-
chaeological excavations of the interior space of the
church which were carried out by Dimitrije Madas
in 2007% (Fig. 9). Among the tombs found on this
occasion in the space of the naos and the narthex, he
ascribed to Teodora an unusual, very narrow (0.35
m) burial chamber along the north wall of the naos
(tomb no. 4). On the basis of the found fragments of
the sarcophagus, on some of which there are parts of
an inscription, as well as grooves cut into the wall,
the research archaeologist concluded prudently that
the said tomb was surmounted by a composite mar-
ble sarcophagus with an extensive inscription.®’

The data and findings coming out of the above-
mentioned archaeological excavations at Banjska,
initiated in the scholarship some new probing into
the identity of the interred individuals, as well as
the circumstances linked to their burials — which
resulted in several note-worthy texts published in the
Saopstenja periodical. Regardless of some of the con-
clusions, which we believe are disputable, the authors
of these papers significantly improved the understand-
ing of the overall issues linked to the funerary pro-
gramme of King Milutin’s mausoleum. First it was
B. Todi¢ who, in his extensive and rich in substance
study, went thoroughly through the previous history
of the studying of the subject, examining all the facts,
both historical and material, that would corroborate
or contradict Teodora’s burial at Banjska. He came to
a conclusion that perhaps Teodora was not buried at
the sepulchral church of King Milutin and very care-
fully he proposed as the place of her eternal rest the
Church of Saint Stephen in Duljevo, the endowment
of her husband — to which, as he [the author] believed,
the chrysobull of Emperor Dusan could refer — “to the
church of the tomb of the mother of us, the Emper-
or.” Todi¢, however, ascribed the tomb alongside the
north wall of the church in Banjska to Konstantin, the
younger son of King Milutin who, fighting his brother,

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died at the nearby fortress of Zvecan in 1322.98 This
author has drawn some of the conclusions by relying
on the researcher of Banjska, D. Madas, who was con-
vinced — erroneously, as it would turn out® — that a
fragment of the inscription with the carved year (1314)
did not belong to the lid of the former sarcophagus.
This wrong attribution of a very important find has
shown to us for who knows which time all the com-
plexity of the burials of Banjska and it invites for an
extreme caution in its interpretation.

The problem of the burials at Banjska was also
dealt with later on by Marko Popovi¢ who in his
thorough study paid particular attention to ruler
tombs. Having had a critical view at Madas’s inter-
pretation and having accepted Todi¢’s supposition
that Konstantin may have been interred on the north
side of the naos, Popovi¢ also presented some new
and important remarks regarding the original con-
cept of the ruling couple’s burial. We are going to
show them here only in general terms. According to
Popovié, this concept incorporated two burial cham-
bers of different dimensions that were built con-
currently with the church — which he considered a
reliable indicator that they had been intended for the
burial of the ktetors, King Milutin and Queen Simo-
nida. The large tomb (tomb no. 5), attributed to the
king, was established in an unusual place — in the
central part of the church, on the edge of the domed
space, while the smaller one, attributed to Simonida
and unusually narrow, but constructed in the same
manner, was placed closer to the north wall. This in-
novative concept for the ruler tombs— which the au-
thor ascribes to learned Danilo II — never came to its
fruition on account of the uncommon circumstances
under which Milutin died and the haste in which
his burial was organised. For this reason the king’s
body was interred in a relatively modest tomb and in
the traditional place, alongside the south wall of the
west bay. Queen Simonida who left Serbia after Mi-
lutin’s death was also not laid to rest in the prepared
tomb, which in turn was used for the subsequent
burial of Konstantin, Milutin’s younger son.100

Along with the new and correct remarks, as well
as convincing interpretations — among which the
one about the original, but unfulfilled concept of the
grave of King Milutin is of particular importance —

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Popovi¢’s points of view also contain certain weak-
nesses, precisely when it comes to the interpretation
of the burials of the Nemanji¢ queens. For instance,
the unusual dimensions of the presumed tomb of Si-
monida were not given a satisfactory explanation and
neither was its chronological determination. Still, the
biggest confusion was created by Popovi¢’s identifica-
tion of the place where the two rings were found — in
the tombs no. 4 and 2 in the north section of the west
bay.10! This confusion was caused by incorrect inter-
pretation of the anyway unclear statements contained
in the “report” from the 1915 dig, that is, their com-
parison to the situation of the tombs within the church.
It is a great pity that the publication of Popovi¢’s study
almost “missed” the discovery and publishing of an
earlier unknown document that allowed, after a hun-
dred years, an unambiguous conclusion that both rings
were found in the narthex of Banjska.102

In addition to the said document, new and im-
portant contribution to better understanding of the
burials of Banjska, including those female ones, has
certainly been provided by a paper by Dragoljub
Todorovi¢ dedicated to the sarcophagus with in-
scription. Without trying to reach any final conclu-
sions concerning the identity of the interred person,
while correcting Madas and the researchers that had
referred to him, Todorovi¢ proposed different and
more complete reconstruction of the former sar-
cophagus lid. In comparison to the previous attempt,
he recognised one more fragment of the inscription
that used to belong to the lid, with a carved year
(1314), thus making the problem of attribution of
the grave alongside the north wall of Banjska naos
even more difficult and more uncertain.!03

Already by itself, this briefly presented history
of the research is a sufficient indicator showing how
many unknowns any serious attempt at interpreting
the graves of the Nemanji¢ women at the endow-
ment of King Milutin faces. In this regard, there are
two basic questions that stand out: 1. did the original
concept of the ruler burial include also the tomb of
Queen Simonida; 2. where, within the church, could
be the grave of Queen Teodora and in which way
was it conceived. So far, two locations for Teodora’s
grave have been proposed — the north parakklesion
and the tomb alongside the north wall of the west

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bay. These questions that require additional exami-
nation will be considered another time.!'04 Here,
from the aspect of our basic theme, we would like to
point out an indisputable fact that in the endowment
of King Milutin the traditional funerary contents of
the Nemanji¢ mausolea were superimposed by new,
until then uncommon solutions. Such is the original,
later abandoned concept of a ktetorial grave in the
central part of the church, burial within the space of
a lateral chapel — well known in the Byzantine funer-
ary practice, but not in the Serbian one!05 — as well
as the unusually large significance given to the grave
of a Nemanji¢ female member, which the charter of
Emperor DuSan confirms in no uncertain terms.

The initial, unrealised idea to create a means
of commemoration for King Milutin in his lavish
endowment in the form of a representative tomb,
positioned in the place of honour and “liturgical”
space of the church, entailed a free-standing tomb
marker. On the earlier occasions, we have already
pointed out that such type of monument, common in
the Western funerary art, was foreign to the Serbian
practice until then.!96 Not that long ago, a position
was voiced out!97 that Danilo II should be seen as
the author of the said concept since he, in the capac-
ity of the hegumen and bishop of Banjska, played
a key role not only in the concept of the Church of
Saint Stephen, but also in the carrying out of the
construction works.198 That such opinion rests on
solid ground is confirmed by something that has
been pointed out in the scholarship several times
and this is Danilo’s creative taking over of Romano-
Gothic style elements and their harmonious fitting
into the architectural corpus of Christian Orthodox
edifices — Banjska and Decani, Holy Virgin Hodegi-
tria Church in Pe¢ and Monastery Hilandar, as well
as the palace in Magli¢.19 On the other hand, when
considering the possible models for the original
concept of the ktetorial funeral of King Milutin, we
should not overlook even those most supreme and
these are the monuments of the capital of Byzan-
tium.!19 Among them, there is one that stands out
in particular and that is the unique solution for the

tomb of Manuel I Komnenos that was placed in a
heroon dedicated to Archangel Michael — the mid-
dle church of the Monastery of the Christ Pantokra-
tor. This monument carved out of dark marble had the
shape of a monumental seven-dome church, placed on
a profiled pedestal, while a renowned relic, a slab from
Ephesus on which Christ’s body was laid out after the
Crucifixion, was positioned beside it.!!! Such an unu-
sual solution, stemming from his own particular pious-
ness and sensibility of erudite Manuel I, was certainly
not subject to direct copying. Nevertheless, it may be
envisaged that the free-standing position of that monu-
ment, as an already legitimate means for ruler’s repre-
sentation, provided an incentive for the creators of the
Serbian funerary programmes who were certainly well-
acquainted with the landmarks of the Byzantine capital.

The innovative concept for a ruler tomb, which
was not realised at Banjska, came to its full fore less
than two decades later at DeCani Monastery — in the
concept and construction of which Archbishop Danilo
IT also took an active part. At the endowment of King

Stefan Decanski, the tombs of the ktetors, marked
by monumental free-standing sarcophagi made of
reddish marble, are not positioned in the traditional
place, along the south wall of the church, but rather
in the area of the naos’s west bay (Fig. 10). It is dif-
ficult to provide an unambiguous answer on the real
reasons for such a solution. It may have been con-
ditioned by the particular spatial plan of the church,
that is, by the fact that between the south wall of the
parakklesion and the southwest pillar there was not
enough space for two monumental tombstones, as
well as by the reasons coming from the ideological
sphere. Namely, according to the medieval, hierarchi-
cal understanding, any free-standing structure within
the church, including tombstones, marked a special
place with a high ranking within the sacral topogra-

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phy of the church.!2 The learned creators of the Ser-
bian sepulchral programmes must have been aware
of this as well.

An even bigger problem, when it comes to
Decani sarcophagi, constitutes the identification of
the interred individuals. Starting from the fact that
the sarcophagi are positioned in parallel, with an
obvious mutual correlation, as well as that they are
of equal structure, albeit of pronouncedly different
dimensions, back in the day we presumed that they
were intended for the ruling couple — King Stefan
Decanski and his second wife Maria Palaiologina
with whom he was married from 1324-1325 on-
wards.!13 (Fig. 11). Still, owing to the lack of more-
solid ground, this issue remains open.!!4 That much
more because there have never been any archaeo-
logical excavations carried out within the church.
The solving of the said question is also not greatly
contributed to by the attempts carried out so far at
identifying the original, later painted over rulers’ por-
traits depicted on the south wall of the naos, i.e., in
the parakklesion dedicated to Saint Nicholas. Our
supposition presented a long time ago that this may
have been the place where Stefan Decanski and Mar-
ia Palaiologinall> were depicted was questioned by
the subsequent, detailed study of the rulers’ portraits
at Decani.!l® While thoroughly examining all the
aspects of this problem, Porde Bubalo has recently
rightfully pointed out the insufficiently clear relation
between the sarcophagi in the west bay of the naos at
Decani and the original portraits on the south wall —
the relation the understanding of which is decisively
important for the identification of the tombs.!17 And
indeed, taking into account all of the available data
and the overall findings and knowledge collected so
far, there may be a question whether the rulers’ por-
traits at Decani represented at all the means of iden-
tification of the tombs or, more accurately, whether
they contained the ktetorial and funerary character,

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such as they traditionally used to have in the previ-
ous Nemanji¢ period.!18 It seems as if the presented
facts bring this into question. As for the attribution
of the smaller sarcophagus, all of its afore-mentioned
features suggest that it belonged to a female member
of the dynasty. It was, probably, intended for Maria
Palaiologina, the second wife of Stefan Decanski,
which does not mean at all that she was buried there
in the first place. Such possibility would be suggested
by the well-known grave slab of nun Marta, with the
secular name of Marija (from 1355), which the re-
searchers, on the basis of the carved inscription, at-
tribute precisely to that Serbian queen.!1?

Our study of the burials of the Nemanji¢ female
members ends with Decani, since most likely no tomb
for the ruler’s spouse was foreseen at the Church of
the Holy Archangels near Prizren, the endowment of
King and later Emperor DuSan (1331-1355). Namely,
the powerful and influential Queen Jelena, who out-
lived her husband by at least twenty years, took the
monastic vows after his death, establishing her own
authority in the area around the town of Serres. How-
ever, it 1s not known where she lived or died after her
rule over Serres ended in 1365.120 If it had ever been
made, the queen’s tomb at the Monastery of the Holy
Archangels in Prizren could have significantly ex-
panded our knowledge and findings about the trends
in the Serbian funerary art around the middle of the
14t century. This may be rightfully presumed when
we bear in mind that, by its conceptual solution, the
tomb monument of Emperor DuSan constituted a
radical break from the Nemanji¢ tradition until then.
Although it is known only by few fragments, there is
no doubt that it consisted of plastically shaped lying
figure of the emperor (the so-called gisant), superim-
posed by an architectural installation in the shape of
a sequence of arcades.!2! Such type of a tomb monu-
ment, which is fully adjusted to the Western sepulchral
patterns, underlined the individuality and the authority
of the deceased, and it certainly constituted a power-
ful means for the ruler representation.!22 Viewed from

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the conceptual and propaganda points of view, it has
its parallel course within the evolution of the ruler’s
image. With the rise in the power and the ascent of the
Nemanji¢ family in the ecumenical order of the na-
tions, this image evolved from a ktetorial and family
portrait to a representative depiction that accentuated
the power, the affiliation with the holy dynasty and the
quality of the Serbian ruler of being God-appointed.!23

If in the end we go back to the question from
our title — whether the Studenica tomb of Ana Anas-
tasija represents a prototype for the burials of the
Nemanji¢ women or an extraordinary phenomenon
in the Serbian sepulchral practice, the answer will
not be linear. As we have seen, over time Studenica
prototype was emulated in many of its elements,
but it was also subject to some important modifica-
tions, that is, it was reinterpreted in line with the
demands of the ktetors or in line with the spirit of
the current trends in sepulchral art. And yet, Anas-
tasija’s tomb may be considered a paradigm of its
own kind. It established a model for a representa-
tive tomb for women coming from the Nemanji¢
dynasty that carried in itself important conceptual
messages, while at the same time being accommo-
dated to the artisan and artistic standards of the per-
sons who ordered it.
